NOTES FROM YOUR FINANCE COMMI TTEE
July turned outto bea goodmonth finandally forus Income was $2,000 better than budge,
even thoughwe didn®receive our nomal monthly restaurant payment of $7,000. Thereason for
this goodresult is because our golf course revenueexceeded budge by $12000 Expenses were
also well controlled; unde the budge by $10000. All departments kept their expenses unde
ther budges, except for therestaurant tha had a$4,000 chargefor an air conditione repair.

So, where does this put us? For the seven months Net Operating Incomeis $345000, unde
budgé by $7600Q0 As previoudy mentioned, thisis caused by lower golf course revenues than
budgeed (going private) and not as much new construction as expected. Expensesin total are
being controlled. Our Net Income after interest expense ($130000) and depreciation expense
($293000)was aloss of $81,000 compared to an expected profit of $9,000.

Finandally wha does thismean? First, there will be no Capital Purchases unless absolutely
necessary. Second, golf course revenues mug be maximized by hoding more golf events and
increasing nightly rental and guest feeincome. Third, thereal estate market needsto improve so
more housng starts begin. Andfourth, expense control is essential. At thistime, it would
appear that the 2007budge will notbe met unless theitems discussed abovematerialize.

Thisisareminde tha al new single family homes are to have the exterior completely finished
within six monthsof thebulding pemit issuedae. Theinterior shdl becompletely finished
within twelve monthsof thebuilding pemit issuedae. All congdrudtion,induding landscaping,
mug be completed within twelve months of the start of congruction. We have some builders tha
have pushed thistimeline The committee intendsto enforce thisrule as outiined in the A.C.C.
Rules and Regulationsdaed June21, 2007.

GoLF ComMI TTEEG REPORT
Cod estimates are being prepared on severa propaosed golf cart pah modification projects.
These estimates will be used to determinethefeasibility of each project, to set thepriority for
tho=e to be donein the up coming off season, or if finances dictate, those tha will have to be
pudhed off to sometime in thefuture. These projects runthe gamut from baeng maintenance
type, safety related, related to improving the playability of the course or those tha tieinto a
phased approach to improving the practice area

Plansto make another attempt at fixing theleak inthe numbe 18 pondare till in theworks,
Themod likely time frame for this project is this Octobe.

Investigation into thetype and the mos econonica way to provide the course with a scoreboad
has been completed. The maintenance staff will congruct and erect the scoreboad. The
estimated cog is $2,000to $3,000. This project should be complete within the next 4 to 6 weeks.

Golf Digest will be sending representatives to our course during @8 to rate the course and
facilities. We hopeand expect to get afavorable rating versusother coursesin thearea and
throughoutthe state.

Over seeding of our greensis plannad for mid-summer. Thisopeationwill involve minimal
disruption to play, thesame as normal aeration and sanding. There will be no need to stay off
thegreensfor any extended period of time. Thiswill improve our greensand next year we will
once agan expect to have thebest greensin thearea.

It is the Golf Committee® recommendation tha the board condder raising next year@ Annud
Golf Membership fee by 5%. Over the past few years, this fee has been reduced from what it
was several years ago. Intheface of rising cos and general inflation, this modest increase is
judified.
